Muhammad is a 33 years old male, who lives in a rural area of Sindh. He has, for the last six
months, developed weight loss, Ioss of appetite, abdominal pain and appears Jaundiced. He
runs a small pan shop, has a wife and 4 children from 11 to 3 years old. He had to collect
money before he could see a doctor. When he finally went to see the doctor, he immediately
sent him to a hospital. He undenrvent various investigations, which showed that he has Cancer
of Pancreas with Liver spread with worsening performance scale. He was seen by Oncologist
(Cancer Specialist) who felt that Muhammad's cancer is incurable. Oncologists decided that
even palliative chemotherapy would be futile and harmful for his quality of life. He is sent
home as there is

"Nothing else docfors can do for him!"

His pain is worsening due to Liver capsule enlargement...
Nausea is there allthe time...
He is scared...depressed...
His family is helpless...
He is emaciating as his family looks hopelessly...

-WHOSE PRABLEM IS IT ANYWAY?"

This is a problem faced by many people all over the world. lt also magnifies the real and the
only sure thing...Death! Unfortunately, with the advancement of sciences, even the medical
professionals have forgotten that. Now death is taken as a great failure rather than the great
truth! This case history also reminds us of the doctors' reai duty. Help in ilL circrmstances!

Centuries ago., religious orders decided that theywere the ones who will look after dying,
destitute and helpless patients, They started thd hospice movement. They also gave teirr,
words to the human world. 'Pallium'meaning Cloak or cover. 'Hospice' from two words of
19o9'1ne.fling host a.nd 'Pis'.meaning guest.lhe oldest hospices are noted in history from
Syria in 4th ce,ntury, whereas the hospice in Jerusalem or Baitul Muqaddas ii licepteo'as the
oldest surviving hospice from 11th eentury. ln 20th century, the hospice movement spread
across western world. [n 1967, Dame Cecily Saunders started St Christopher's Hospice in
South London, which was the first multi disciplinary hospice of the world witn its staff derived
from doctors, nurses, socialworkers, chaplains and allied healthcare professionals'communiiy.
Jl. 1999, Royal Colle.ge of Physicians accepted Palliative Medicine ai a speciattyand in 1990,
WottO Health.Organization (WHO) defined Palliative Medicine for the firsi time. ihis definition

'An approach which iryproves.qu1trly 9f fif-9 of patients and theirfamilies facing life-threatening
fl/ness thrgugh-p.revention and retief of suffein! by means af earty identificatioi and impeccable
assessment and treatmdnt of peiin and other-problems, physical, psychosocia,t iiiiiiiit*i.,
Palliative Medicine is now perceived as an integral part of medical care rather than 'elite
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meCicine' Cancer care plan in United Kingdom in 2000 has accepted that all Cancer units
must have Palliative care teams. The plan also states that Palliative Care should be provided
at Specialist and Generalist levels. Speuialist level being Hospices, Palliative care teams with
DomiciliaryAdvice, ln-patient Units in hospitals and Day Hospices. Generalist level is recognised
at all the healthcare professicnal levels. The essential job of these specialist teams is:

' Assessment
' Symptom Management
' Rehabilitation. Respite
' Psychological, Social and Emotional Supoort. Terminal care
' Bereavement

It is shown in many studies that the major symptom experienced by terminally ill cancer
patients is pain. A paperfrom Edinburgh shows that the pain is experienced by 5% of cancer
patients at diagnosis whereas 50% of cancer patients at the time of death experience pain.
it also identifies that the reasons for failing to conti'ol pain are:

' Use of inadequate dose or wrong drug
Fallure to asses different types of pain

' Failure to ideniify degree of suffering

World Health Organization has developed a Cancer pain ladder in 1994, which helps control
the pain well. Evidence suggests that it helps control about 80% of cancer pain. However a
research paper published in Journal of Pakrstan I,/edrcai Association (JPMA) suggests that
ooctors in Pakistan do not have full understanding of y/HO ladder.

Patients with terminal disease can be very distressed due to different reasons and that can
make them psychologically, emotionally, socially and spiritually ill. A definite multidisciplinary
approach is needed to deal with these patients lt is imperative to involve patients and their
families to provide best care, as there is clear evidence that patients who are aware of their
cOnditions and are involved in decisions accept the treatments and consequences better and
also have improved quality of iife. This is very much consistent with lslamic teachings as
Hazrat Ali said, 'the truth known achleves three thlngs: Irusf, Love and Resfecf.'

Conducting good palliative care is very much in line with the accepted principles of good
medical ethics. The cornerstones of medical ethics are:

' Beneficence * Help your patients
' Non-Maleficence - Do not harm your patients
' Autonomy - Respect your patlents
' Justice - Treat fairly

It is well argued that continuing futile biological treatment is harmful to the patients and the
honest consequences must be discussed with the patients and their carers. For example,
continuing f eav,y dose antibiotics can lower the body resistance further causing distressing
opportunistic infections in an already immune suppressed patient or intravenous fluids can
cause fluid in the lungs in a bed bound patients causing distress in breathing

. lt must be under,stood that withdrawing or withholding futile treatment is NOT Euthanasia or'lr4ercy 
killing. Euthanasia is not allowirig nature to talie its course, but it is to interrupt nat!.a

proceedings by actively administering a iethal drug or gas.
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This now brings us to the question, whether palliative care is needed in Pakistan? Although
there are two hospices in Karachi and some hospitals are trying to develop their Palliative
care programmes, a paper published in JPMA and reported in Daily Dawn suggested that
most doctors do not have adequate training of Palliative Medicine. We know that debilitating
diseases are on a rise in Pakistan, Also that Pakistan's average age is still around 55. That
means that many patients will die with increasing distress in the coming years. There are
various reasons for inadequate Palliative care provision in Fakistan.

' Lack of mapping exercise
' Lack of training of doctors and nurses
' Lack of resources' Problems with legislation e.9., Morphine' Lack of authorities' interest

However, none of these are unfixable if the healthcare professionals take appropriate interest.
Other developing countries with worse resources have started good palliative care programmes
with the help of their colleagues from developed Palliative care prograrnmes. Golden examples
are of lndia, Romania, Sri Lanka, Columbia and other countries of South America. One can
suggest a simple strategy to start good Palliative care work in Pakistan.

' All Cancer teams/ciirectorates/hospitals must have a Palliative care lead doctor or/and
nurse

Doctors should have training on Breaking Bad news, Symptom Control, Terminal Care

. Nurses should have training on Pre/Post Bereavement Support
' Liaison with Palliative care teams within country or from abroad
' Twinning of the palliative care teams with teams in UK
' Development of a Pakistan Association of Palliative Care. Development of Guidelines on Morphine/Controlleri drugs
' Guidelines for care of the dying patients (One tool developed in UK called Liverpool

Care Pathway is a user friendly tool)
' Medicalexams with consideration to Palliative care (MRCP exams now has questions

on Palliative care)

I hope that in coming years; we will see a commitment from the doctors in Pakistan, esp. from
Cancer teams, to provide good palliative care to the Pakistani population. These people are
deprived for ages of a good life. At least let us provide them a 'Good death'. Let us tell them,

"You matter to us till the very end. No matter how worse your disease is getting, we will hold
your hand and provide yau a listening ear and caring toLtch."

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Increasing Discrepancies in Health Care
Services Between Rural 8t

Urban Population of Pakistan
(Welcome address of Second Annual Symposium)

Honourable President, Ghief Guest, Guest of honour, Principal, Medical Superintendent,
Faculty members, Ladies & Gentlemen.

We observe today not an ordinary symposium, but the one that has been held on the most
pertinent question affecting the lives of over 100 million Pakistan, comprising nearly 7A% ot
population of Pakistan and more in number than the population of most countries of the world.
I welcome you all on behalf of trustee of Muhammad Foundation Trust as well as the Principal,
Faculty members and students of Muhammad Medical College.

The world is very different now and it will be even rnore different tomorrow. The pace of
changes is such that could not be imagined as close as 2 - 3 decades ago. With this pace,
the knowledge that Homo Sapiens acquired in the last 5000 years, will be doubled in the next
5 years. Stars and planets will be explored. Secrets of earth & oceans will be decoded, and
claims are that computer-brain interface will develop and a single chip will enable us to know
and interpret whatever information is available to mankind.

And yet sir, fate has made me born in a country where majority lives without access to proper
health care or education facilities, access to drinking water and sanitation. Where 26000
young mothers die unnecessarily during child-birth every year. Where nearly 83 out of 1000
chiidren die before having a birthday and where 3 out of 4 people die due to infective causes
of which citizens of civilized developed countries have ceased to die since many decades.

Ladies & Gentlemen, Pakistan started with a weak base in the heaith sector and had only
1200 doctors (one for 60 000 people), 1 5 000 hospitals beds (one for 48 000 people), only
two medical colleges and less than a dozen training centres for other health staff [1]. lt had
292 hospitals,722 dispensaries, 91 maternal and child health centres and 3 tuberculosis
clinics. Over the course of 50 years, a network of health care facilities has been established
throughout the country.

The history of health care in Pakistan is that of several unimplemented reports as they were
well written but never implemented properly. Produced by various commissions set up from
time to time. These reports, so strikingly relevant even after five decades show how little has
been done to improve the public health care delivery system when the realization was there.
Even before the country was born, the Bhore Committee reported in 1946:
"No individual should fail to secure adequate medical care because of inability to pay. Health
services should be evolved in a manner so as to provide consultants, laboratory and other
facilities for proper diagnosis and treatment; should lay stress on prevention and a healthy
environrnent at home and work. There is an urgent need for providing medical and preventive
health care to the rural population; the health services should be close to the people to enable
them to get the maximum benefit and to secure active cooperation of the people in development
of health programs."
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Overal! poor health of health sector in_PqKlstan

Pakistan spends less than 1% o'(GNP on earth. Total health expenses per capita per year
are USD 85. Of this 24.4% comes through government and 75.6% out of pocket of citizens.
A World Bank report claims:
"One third of the population can be classified as poor in 1999, and somewhere more in rural
areas. The country's education and health indicators are depressed when compared to other
countries of similar per capita income or rate of growth, and reveal regional, urban / rural, and
gender disparities" (2)

Poor Distribution of Existing resources to ruralAreas

A global problem:

Mal-distribution of human resources for health is a worldwide phenomenon and may appear
in different dimensions. Even in USA, it has been a problem.

About 25% of the nation's population lives in rural areas but only about 6% of funds are
allocated to rural areas. (Source: The voice of lndependent Living in RuralAmerica, June
leee)

Research suggests that, in the aggregate, rural population in the United State expgrience
greater morbidity (yawn, bushy, and yawn, 1999) and higher crude lates of mortality from all
causes (miller, siocXs and Clifford, 1987; Schneiber and Greenberg, 1992) than urban or sub-
urban populations.

Although rural populations have health care needs that are equal to or greater than their urban
counter parts, in general they consume fewer health care services than resources (National
Centre for Healtl"r statistic, 1989; OTA, 1999). Multiple factors may account for this finding
(For example: fewer services available in rural areas, grater poverty, loweverage income,
less likelihood that rural residents will have health insurance, less federal funding for health
services, cultural barriers to seeking health care).

More severe in Pakistan:

ln Pakistan this rural urban disparity is more severe than perhaps even in countries with
similarly eonstrained resources. Despite the fact thal7}% of the population is rural, only 20o/o

of health budget is spent on it, it has only 15% of practising doctors and 18% of hospital beds.
Only 43% of people in rural areas have access to sanitation facilities as opposed to 93% in
urban areas. This disparity has been acknowledged by the Government and in its document,
"National Health Policy 2001 The way forward", Key area number 6 has been named "To

correct urban bias in health secto/'. lt further discusses the step to correct this bias in detail.

A World Bank document (2) discusses thoroughly the rural urban disparity in health sector
in Pakistan. Following are only few of large number of such comments.

"The educated and well off urban population lives not so very differently from their counterparts
in other countries of similar income range, or even of their counterparts in Western countries.
However the poor and rural inhabitants of Pakistan are being left behind. This is shown by
many social indicators in ways that, unless sharply improved, will leave Pakistan falling further
below other countries performance in the future".

"Particular attention should be paid to Pakistan's rural sector which is home to most of the
country's poor and also exposes a number of specific challenges to poverty red,uction".

"Disaggregating by region, while urban povertyfell between 1990-91 and 1998-99, rural
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poverty held at about 36 percent, widening the rural-urban gap. This is of particular concern
because 71 per cent of Pakistanis live in rural areas".

"Overall, health indicators for Pakistan also tend to be lower in rural areas than in urban
areas".

A particularly worrying health issue, as identified by the PRHS survey, is the prevalence of
chronic child malnutrition in rural areas.

There are also significant regional variations in child nutritional status, with districts in rural
Sindh and Balochistan faring the worst.

And State bank says in its report of 2003 as reported by daily Dawn

"Pakistan's spending on health sector declined from 0.8 per cent of GNP in fiscal year 90 to
0.7 per cent of GNP in fiscal year 02, reveals the State Bank of Pakistan's reports".

"Not only the spending on health sector is low but also its allocations within the sector are
directed to the areas that do not benefit the poor".

"Clearly high priority was given to hospitals, medical colleges and curative services in the
urban areas, while primary health care and rural health services have been ignored which
has led to a high rural-urban disparity. This disparity has resulted in rapidly incre-asing poverty
level in rural areas during the last decade".

A recent survey shows that 55 per cent of poor and 65 per cent of extremely poor were ill in
Pakistan.

lmran Ashraf Toor et al writes

"Urban dwellers have disproportionately greater access to better-quality health care facilities
than rural households. To the extent that urban households are typically more affluent than
rurai households, the urban bias in government health expenditure could translate into larger
health benefits for the rich relative to the poor households" (3).

According to Pakistan integrated Household Survey 1996-97, over 50 per cent respondents
in the rural areas of Balochistan have answered that all the government health facitities
including hospital, dispensary, RHC and BHU are located more than 20km away from their
homes,

A survey by CIET (an Canadian NGO working in health sector) in four districts of Sindh before
devolution showed use of less than 20% of health facilities in peri-urban and rural areas. The
major factors identified were lack of medicines, trained staff and highly questicnable standards
of services as there is no real system of monitoring and evaluation exists on ground. AIso
identified was a marked lack of community trust due to the unavailability of qualified staff.
Monitoring and evaluation were either nonexistent or dysfunctional.

Some causes of rural urban disparitv in Health sector:

A. Poor and disintegrated planning

Unfortunately, the structure of managing bodies looking after health of the nation in such that
it actually promotes the disparity between relatively better off urban and poor rural areas.
The first such example is that although Pakistan Medical & Dental Council is well established
and regulates the standard of Medical/ Dental education in Pakistan, there is no proper body
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to consider the distribution of healthcare facilities to the people of Pakistan. Hence when the
Private Medical/ Dental Colleges started opening with attached teaching hospitals and large
clinical faculties, the question of the locality of the colleges was not address. Hence, of the
25 recognised private colleges, all but one or two were opened in 6 largest cities of Pakistan
representing 30% 0f total urban population (Karachi, Hyderabad, Lahore, lslamabad/ Rawalpindi,
Peshawar and Abbotabad). These cities already had Public sector Medical Colleges and the
teaching hospitals established by the new Medical Colleges did not contribute much in providing
new facilities, Moreover, opening these colleges in urban areas further widened the gap
between rurall urban health care facilities. lf a body was given the task by the government,
it could easily direct that the new colleges should open in rural/ poor urban areas without pre
existing Medical Colleges. The associated teaching hospital would be a great boost to the
health care facilities of those deprived people. The new doctors coming out of these colleges
would be more likely to stay in the rural areas than their counterparts studying for 6-7 years
in urban based colleges. Left to private sector, it would obviously open colleges in areas
where there is better return with lower investment and a better social life is available. The
problem in Pakistan is that where people need a service, there is no financial feasibility, and
where there is financial feasibility, there is no real need. One of the most important jobs of
the Government is to change this scenario.

Moreover, private and public sectors working as healthcare providers do not coordinate with
each other. Private sector providing services to the rural area (though being very small
compared to much larger in cities) is particularly ignored. Hence the output in providing
meaningful service to the people is fairly low.

B. Lack of willingness/ incentives for Healthcare workers to work in rural areas

Recruiting medical, nursing and paramedical or allied health staff to rural positions is an
international problem. A World Bank report says

"Evidence from other sources indicates serious questions about the quality of service provided
by public facilities, especially in ruralfacilities like the Rural Health Centres and Basic Health
Units. Patterns of outpatient visits and personnel records, used as rough and preliminary
estimations of quality, indicate that the health facilities where rampant absenteeism of medical
personnel and severe shortages of equipment ad medicines are reported" (2).

So when will the rural areas get required health facilities? lt is hard to give an answer at least
in the foreseeable future. The reason is simple. Many rural health outlets or without doctors
while the number of doitors in urban hospitals is twice or thrice the number of beds. RHCs
and BHUs do not have appropriate funds for medicines. The government has not qnough
funds to establish new RHCs and BHUs in rural areas and all the infrastructure required to
provide health care to the entire rural population. The quality of medicalfacilities also various
markedly among the regions. Quality is often lower in poorer, more isolated regions, taking
the form of inadequate,and unreliable drug supplies, a lower range of services, and fewer and
less qualified staff. For example, RHCs and BHUs in poor remote areas often find it difficult
to attract and keep trained doctors and function without one. There is little or no incentive to
the private sector to come and work in these areas.

C. Lack of trained administrative and trained support staff.

The Medical curriculum does not contain subjects with proper managerial/ administratlve
training. Hence doctors are not properly trained to carry out administrative duties. This problem
was realised iri UK in 1980s and professional managers were included in the NHS, ln urban
areas, trained MBAs are easily available. However in rural areas, doctors are the managers.
Poor management/ administration further compounds the healthcare problems.
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D. Poor Participation of Private Sector in rural healthcare - No lncentives

Private sector can only survive by being efficient and competitive. This fact was vasfly realised
during transition of managed economy to market economy. A report says

"Humanity has not managed to create anything more efficient than the private sector - with
self adjustment ad seif regulation" (4).

It is established by the Government of Pakistan's documents that the private sector provides
health coverage b 7A% of the population; public sector provides health services to the
remaining 30% of the population of the country (5).

However, we know that in our country, private sector's participation is mainly in the urban
regions with much less participation in rural areas. The problem is that market forces dictate
the private sector to concentrate in areas of larger return. A combination of legislation/ regulation
and incentives can increase private sector's participation in rural areas, as mentioned in
"National Health Policy 2A01, The way forward" in ciause 7.1.4

"Each Provisional Government will develop an appropriate framework for encouraging private-
public cooperation in the health sector, especially for operationalizing un-utilized or under-
utilized health facilities through NGOs, individual entrepreneurs or doctor's groups",

E. Poor sense of responsibility in people originating from rural areas and "maklng big".

People from rural areas, who either by being from the privileged class or by their sheer hard
work attain a position where they can move to the better social life in cities often claim it to
be.their right. However, above everyone, it is their responsibility to work for their less privileged
neighbours of the childhood. As Wadud could point out that beyond Adl (justice)in the lslamic
social order, there was Ehsan (6).

Moreover, the social disparity and caste system is more severe in rural areas and that played
its role in deprivation of this region as a report points out:

"ldea of ,equalizing, abolishing the distinction between caste or class removing privilege and
raising the humble, hardly entered the picture" (7).

Development of the health sector in developing countries depends upon better use of existing
resources.

A sustained and coordinated effort to address the obstacles that have hitherto prevented
Pakistan from making better use of its limited resources.

Possibte Solutions and Strategies

There is no silver bullet. ln many cases, the most effective program is one that lays a foundation
that must be built on and not abandoned. Even though ihe benefits of its effectiveness may
not be immediately realised, the results will appear.

1. Close collaboration of Federal & Provincial health Departments, CPSP, PMDC, HEC,
Medical Universities, Private Sector Colleges from Rurai a Uiban sector:
It is very important that a commission should be formed that should consist of representatives
from all the stack holders. One of the main problems of declsion making in Pakistan is that
all the groups affected are not involved in deblsion making, People sittingit the top conclude
that they are intelligent enough to make decisions for others without others having any say
in it. lt leads to bad decisions and sense of lack of participation giving rise to poor co-mpliince.
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Hence a commission comprising all the above groups as well as other stack holders should
be formed which should identify the problems, collect and interpret the data, and make a
comprehensive, coordinated and implementable report. I dare to make following suggestions
that this commission may consider.

2. Conditioning undergraduate and postgraduate MedicalTraining with working in rura!
areas:

ln late 70s, it was made compulsory to work in armed forces for the newly qualified doctors.
This was heavily protested and was withdrawn. People from urban regions claim that when
students are admitted by virtue of having a rural domicile, why should they not go back and
serve those areas instead of urban domiciled student who went through tougher competition
to earn his/ her seat.

Would you believe that doctors in the government jobs are actually paid less to practice in
remote rural areas.

It is my understanding and has been proved in Thailand that doctors are prepared to spend
time in ruralareas if
It is mandatory for their requirement to take examinations.
They know exactly the time (say 3 years) that they have to spend after which they will be
automatically transferred to their homeland.
Financial incentives are present.

3. Coordination between Private institutes and Public Sector Universities:

Now that we have many public sector universities, more coordination and cooperation should
be developed between private Medical Colleges and Hospitals and the public sector university
of their choice. Guidelines should be developed and a close liaison sought betwden the head
of private institute and the university. ln fact there should be no difference between public
sector colleges and hospitals and private sector colleges and hospitals for example in
representation in various bodies of the University etc.

4. New Public or Private sector Medical/ Dental Golleges should open only in areas
without pre existing Medical/ Dental Golleges

ln April 1gg7 , at the peak of the economic boom, 113 compulsory-contracted doctors of
Thailand paid flnes and resigned from the Ministry of Public Health after one year of compulsory
work. Detailed investigation revealed that those with rural backgrounds and who had graduated
from regional medical schools had significantly lower rates of resignation - less than half of
those who originated and graduated from the capital. The three main reasons for the resignations
were: to go into private practice, inappropriate relocation and continuing education (8).

Hence I believe that opening a private or public sector Medical or Dental College should be
banned for 5 years except in rural areas without any Medical or Dental college.

5. Postgraduate teaching facilities in larger hospitals of rural areas:

This will be a big attraction. CPSP can make it mandatory for doctors pursuing postgraduate
training to spend at least one of the four years in these hospitals. They should be under the
Vice Chancellor of Public Sector University who would ensure that minimum teaching
requirements are met.

6. Reform of riredical education:

All medical schools should reform their training programme to produce medical graduates
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suitable for worklng in district hospitals. Experience has shown that such training can result
in four main characteristics of these basic doctors are. good clinical competence, support for
primary health care, ability to train paramedical personnel and health volunteers, and good
management skills (9). This will result in a major reform of medical education, and all medical
schools will send their students to be trained at district or provincial hospitals for at least three
to six months. Community medicine will become one of the major departments in all medical
schools. Rural recruitment and training and the hometown placement system willalso increase.

7. Pay back by working in rural areas:

The cost of Medical Edueation in Fakistan is said anywhere between 300,000 to 500,000 per
student per year. ln countries with sirnilar circumstances as Pakistan the real costs have been
calculated to be USD7500 to USD10, 000 per year. lt may be possible to keep sorne seats
in Public Sector Medical colleges (after the total seats in rnerit have been filled) for self finance.
Those who can not afford can have soft educational loan. They can either pay back by cash
after graduation or pay back by rural work for three years. The United States experience in
this system yielded varying degrees of success. lt was found that about 30% pay back the
loans by completing three years of rural work, 20% pay back totally by cash and 50% pay
back both by cash and by working for a shorter period in the rural areas(10).

8. lnvolving and motivating of doctors' representative bodies in rural areas:

A crusading spirit, social recognition and job satisfaction are also very important factors in
attracting doctors to rural areas.

The rural doctors who start their work in rural hospitals face many administrative and logistic
problems. They are not trained to be managers but have to become hospital directors. Many
of the unintentionally break financial and administrative rules of the government. Some suffer
from failures in personnel management.

Hence it is important that they have a society of their own which may be local PMA. This
society start several managennent training programmes, develop management handbooks
and design innovative activities to support rural district hospital doctors, such as rural doctor
journals/newsletters, public recognition for extraordinary perfornnance and visits to rural
hospitals by senior doctors for morale support, Their activities will boost their crusading spirit
and their pride in belonging to the rural doctor group.

The society should beconne widely accepted in the health arena, among the medical profession
and by the public. Members of the rural doctors should have representation in all decision
rnaking bodies for doctors. They should be involved in any change in medical education and
residency training to improve distribution of doctors.

Apart from supporting rural health services, the society can participate actively to support
public health movements, such as a national drug policy, an essential drugs list and tobacco
contro!. They can also play active role as a watchdog role to counteract corruption and
!nappropriate administrative behaviour.

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10 Great Woman Hulers
of the World

The women rulers in the history of the worjd not onty gave the generations after them thrilling
ta.les of cou,rage and politics, but also shapeO tn6 wortO his-tory as it is b"for" us todaf
Choosing 10 out of numerable fascinating woman rulers from fhe history was as difficult as
it was interesting. So the list of the ten names I have chosen here is no[ free from bias andpersonaljudgments. These are the names that have fascinated me with both their good and
evil colours.
The names of these greatest woman rulers are arranged in the chronological order for reasons
of simplicity.

1. THEJRUNG SISTERS (died 42 Ap):

Vietnam was uncjer the rule of Chinese l-'ian Dynasty, and began its armed opposition in 3g
tD' China responded like all powers do in such times: with-force and torture. The Trung
Sisters, Trung Trac and Trung Nhi, were the daughters of a Vietnamese lord, who underwentbrutal torture at the hands of a Chinese commander.
That was when The Trung Sisters picked up their swords in retaliation. They organized an
army of 80,000 soldiers, rnany of whom were women. Under The Sisters .or.nrnd, Vietnamese
P-"q"n winning back their lands and finally Trung Sisters were proclaimed co-queens ofVietnam. ln 42 B'C, China attacked to recaptureihe lands. Vietnam answered ioreefully.
However, in the end China won. Aecording tb a popular legend, the Sisters took their lives
in a traditional method by lumping into a river and gbtting diowned.
The Trung Sisters are tributed bybuilding up of sev-eral timpies in their names and a national
holiday in Veitnam.

Popularly known as.Raziyyah Sultana, she was the first ever Sultana (woman ruler) in North
lndia. Her father, Sultan Shamsuddin lltutmish was a Turkish slave before becoming the ruler
of lndia. Before his de.alh,.he had fully realized that his sons were not capable of tfie post of
Sultan, so he named his daughter Razziyah to be his successor. Losing the crown and thepower, and that too to a woman, was something the two sons of the Su[5n were not pleased
with. Riots broke out. Raziyyah herself led thdarmy to suppress the riots. ln those ancient
times of extreme sexism, she ruled like a man; she wore min's clothes, nJnteO, teO ner armyherself, and held courts. ln her short 4 yeais of rule, she constantiy tought against theconspiracies of her brothers, nephew and the "Forty (jfficiats", who hLO'Ojen her father'sslaves. Finally she was murdered and lndia ent6red into an era of tussle for power.

3.

ln 1558, Mary i, Queen of England, died after reigning in a manner that left the world calling
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her "Bloo.dY Mgry" for her extremist religious actions. Hence her half sister, Elizabeth l,
ascended the throne, at the age of 25, in an environment of restlessness, with the England
in serious financial crisis and under threat of foreign invasion. Those were the times of-great
troubles arising from conflicts of Catholic and Protestant churches. So Elizabeth decided to
bring reforms that would satisfy people on both sides under the new Church and hence
established great religious peace.
Her second troubles came from Mary, Queen of Scotland and a Catholic. as news poured ln
of her and her friends' conspiracies to overthrow Elizabeth and seize England. Mary was
abducted and imprisoned by England in 1568 and finally executed in 1587 afteirnuch reluitance
from Elizabeth.
The third threat came from King Philip of Spain who actually brought his plans of attacking
England into action. Elizabethan naval forces proved too strong to overcorne even by the
overwhelming Spanish armies. Her last great achievement was pacification of lreland.
Elizabeth, the last queen of Tudor Dynasty, was the daughter of Henry Vlll and Ann Boleyn,
She never married for political reasons and got the titie of the "Virgin Queeh".
Elizabethan era is known for the great developments in arts, literature, music, fashion and
education and was an age of modern enlightenment.

4. AMINA SARAUNTYA ZAZZUA (1533-1610 AD)t

She was the queen of Zazzua, a province in Nigeria which is now known as Zaria. Zazzua
was one of a number of Hausa city-states. Amina was the daughter of Bakwa of Turunku, the
ruling queen of Zazzua. At a young age she began learning military skills from the warriors
of her time and in the rule of her brother, King Karama, she became a prominent warrior in
the army and brought great wealth to her motherland. After her brother's death she became
the Queen of Zazzua and started a golden chapter in the history of Zazzua in which the state
reached its largest size ever as well as in prosperous development. Amina is atso credited
with popularizing earthen city-wall fortifications and ordering construction of defensive walls
around military camps, which are known as "ganuwar Amina", Amina's Walls.

5, MARIA THERESA (1717.1780 AD):

Even though her brother died at an early age, the second child of Austrian tmperor Charles
VI, Maria Theresa was not trained to control the state affairs, as her father never lost hope
for a male heir. At last he gave up and paved the path for Maria to become Archduchess of
Austria. So in 1740, the untutored queen ascended on the throne of a country that had lost
much of its land in wars, and was left with nothing in the treasury, defended by a weak army,
and run by old selfish advisors. Yet this lady established the foundations of the modern and
prosperous Austria.
During the most part of her reign she faeed wars with many European powers, especially
Prussia (a former state in North Gerrnany). However, this brought her some allies llke th6
Russians and the Saxons. Whenever Maria found time from the wars, she worked on the
internal problems of the'country. ln 1956, The Seven Year War began with England, Prussia
and Hanover on one side and France, Russia and Austria on the other. lt was Maria's untiring
gfforts that helped Austria out of those hard times, although it was a war which Austria and
her allies lost. When peace returned, Maria was back at developing her state. Apart from
giving her husband sixteen children, her life remained a continuous slruggle for.her country,
even long afier the reign passed on to her son and heir Joseph.

6. GATHRERTNE il (the GREAT) (1729,1796 ADi:

Peter Ill, an unpopular Russian emperor, was murdered to be succeeded by his wife Catherine,
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whose Era of "Enlightenrnent" made her Catherine the Great. She introduced rich European
culture and arts in Russia, much of whieh was of French origin and corresponded extensively
with great literary figures such as Voltaire, Diderot and d'Alembert. She founded schools,
hospitals, librarles and rnuseums, and brought reforms to further the progress in public welfare.
However, she also spent much on pleasing her supporters, showering them with wealth, titles,
offices and promoting serfdorn. (Serfs were people who lived a iife almost equal to slavery;
enjoyed a little more rights than the slaves but their lives still depended on their masters.) As
a result, there was an increasing unrest among the peasants that led to a great revolt against
her. However the matters were solved with military force.
Her reign marked great expansion of Russia with two successfulwars against the Turks and
partition of Poland. She was gifted wiih the art of playing political games tactfully in her own
advantage. When the bloody French Revolution shadowed Europe, Catherine was disgusted.
It seems that she was planning to join European coalition against France when she died in
1796, leaving the throne for her son Paul l.

7. LAKSHMT BAr 11830-185LApl:

Maharaja (king) Gangadhar Rao and Rani (queen) Lakshmi Bai of Jhansi in India had no
child, so they adopted a son to be their successor. But when the maharaja died in 1853, the
British Governor General of India announced that Jhansi would be overtaken by the British
Government. The Rani made her appeal to London claiming the yourng adopted son to be
rnaharaja, but to no avail. When the lndian soldiers of tsritish army rebelled, Rani of Jhansi
refused to support Britain. After crushing the rebellion, the British attacked Jhans!. The Rani
defended her city bravely with an army of 14,000 men and women. After a furious fight,
however, Jhansifellto the British. There was a long brutal bloodshed in the captured city but
the Rani managed to escape. She first arrived at the fortress of Kapli and then of Gwalior.
The British attacked Gwalior and a fierce battle began. On the second day of the fight the
Raniwas killed on the battlefield.
To this day, Rani of Jhansi remains a symbol of resistance against the British tyranny in lndia.

8. ALEXANIBINA VICTORIA (1819-r901 Ap):

When Queen Victoria of Britain was born, it was hard to assume that she will one day become
the queen: she was the child of the fourth son of King George lll. But one after another the
successors to the throne died and her uncle pronounced the throne for Victoria, when she
was 18. All her uncles had proven to be unsuccessful and unpopular rulers, so Victoria came
as a breath of fresh air for Great Britain. She married her German cousin Prince Albert in
1840 and together they had nine children. lt was a wonderfully successful rnarriage and even
though on her desire her husband was only titled "Prince Consort", he always remained her
best advisor and supporter of the monarch. When Prince Albert died in 1861 , Victoria withdrew
from public life in grief, only returning after much effort.
ln Victorian era, British Empire had become a mighty power on the face of earth. lndian sub-
continent, New Zealand; South Africa, much of CentralAfrica, Egypt and Sudan came under
British Crown, lnternally, much development took place, from giving wornen the right to vote,
to providing a better working environment for the working class, to spreading education. When
Queen Victoria died in 1901 , Britain had become immensely wealthy, and the British were a
much happier and satisfied nation, working for the prosperity of theii empire.

9. S|R|MAVO RATWATTE DIAS BANDARANATKE (1916-2000 AD):

This Sri Lankan'Prime Minister is the first woman Prime Minister of the world. Her husband,
S. W. R. D. Bandaranaike, was an official of United National Party and Prime Minister of
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Sri Lanka. He was assassinated in 1959 by a Buddhist monk and was succeeded by his wife.
Mrs. Bandaranaike served the Prime Minister office for three terms (1960-1965, 1 970-1gZT ,

1994-2000), Today her daughter Chandrika Bandaranaike Kumaratunga is serving the country
as a Prime Minister.

10. MARGARET HILDA THATCHER (_1925-):

Known as the "lron Lady", Margaret Thatcher was the first - and so far the only - woman
prime minister and only one to serve three consecutive terms as a Prime Minister in Britain.
After working fit'st as a research chemist and then as a barrister, she joined the Conservative
Party. Before taking the seat of Party Head in 1975, she served as a minister of pensions and
National lnsurance and secretary of education and science. After 4 years, she led her party
into victory and became the Prime Minister. During her rule, there was a rise in unemployment,
but her defeat to Argentine over the Falklands Islands helped her in getting back to the office
in 1983. Privatization, reduced taxation and curbs on union power marked her second term.
It was her foreign policy that brought her the title of "lron Lady". Soon in 1987 better economy
helped her return to the post for the third time. But this tinre her personal style of leadershlp
and her reluctance to allow Britain full participation in European Union led to unrest in the
country, to which she responded with a resignation in 1990.

(186s- Le3e)

Yeats was an lrish poet, dramatist and prose writer; one of the greatest English-language
poets of the 20th century. His work-theme revolves around his native land, lreland; its bitter
history folklore, and contemporary public life.
W. B. Yeats was born to an lrish Protestant family on 13th of June, 1865. His father, John
Butler Yeats, was a lawyer turned to an lrish painter. He spent his early years in London and
Slingo, a beautiful county on the west coast of lreland, where his wealthy mother had grown,
and which has its colour in Yeats' poems. ln 1881 , the family returned to Dubiin. While at the
Metropolitan School of Arts, Yeats met painter George Russell and developed an interest in
mysticism, which stayed his subject of fascination throughout his lite.
Yeats made his debut as a writer in 1885, when he got his first poems published in The Dublin
Review.

His failed love and courtship of the patriot diva Maud Gonne, who rnarried a Major MacBride
instead, inspired his poem Wo Second Troy":

"Why, what could she have dane being what she is?
Was there another Troy for her to burn."

He was more interested in folktales as a part of an exploration of national heritage and for
the revival of Celtic identity. His study with George Russell and Douglas Hyde of lrish legends
and tales was published in 1888 under the name "Fairy and Falk Tales of the lrish Peasantry".
Yeats assembled for children a less detailed version, 'lrish Fairy Tales":

"When yau are old and gray and full of sleep,
And nodding by the fire, take down this book
And slowly read and dream of the soft look
ln your eyes had once, and of their shadows deep."
("When You Are Old")

1897 brought hirn to Lady Gregory, and together, they founded the lrish Literary Theatr:e.
Yeats worked as a director of the theatre to the end of his life, writing several plays for it. His
most famous dramas were "Cathleen Ni Houlihan" (1902) and "The l-and Of Heaft's Desire"
(18e4).

"The land of fairy,
Where nobody gefs old and godly and grave,
Where nobody gets old and crafty and wise,
Where nobody gefs o/d and bitter of tongue.

"Life moves out of a red flare of dreams
lnto a common light of common hours,
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Untilold age bring the red flare again.

"l would mould a world of fire and dew
With no one bitter, grave, or over wise,
And nothing marred or old to do you wrong.

"Land of Heart's Desire,
Where beauty has no ebb, decay no flood,
But joy is wisdom, Time an endless soflg. "

The change from suggestive, beautiful lyricism toward the spare and tragic bitterness was
marked in Yeats poem "september 1913" in which he stated:

"Romantic lreland's dead and gone."

Yeats had his share as a revolutionary and became increasingly involved in lrish Renaissance.
ln 1916, he published "Easter 1916" on lrish Nationalist Uprising. He later became Senate
of the new lrish Free State.

"The Wild Swans at Coole" (1917) was set on the Coole Park. ln 1917 he married Georgie
Hyde-Lee, whose gift forwriting came as a blessing in the shape of their.collaborative notebooks
which formed the basis of "A Vision" (1925), a book of marriage therapy spiced with occultism.
Yeats received the Nobel Prize for literature in 1923.

ln his final years Yeats worked on the last version of A Vis;ion, which attempted to present a
theory of the variation of human personality, and publish ed "The Axford Book Of Verse" (1g36)
and'New Poems" (1938).

Here is an excerpt from his poem "Ihe Rose Tree"fot you to read and enjoy:

Ifie Rose lree

"O wards are lightly spaken",
said Pearse to Connolly;
"Maybe a breath of polite words
Has withered our Rose lree;
Ore maybe but a wind that blows
Across the bitter sea."

"lt needs to be but watered",
James Connolly replied,
"To make the green come out again
And spread on every side,
And shake the blossom from the bud
To be the garden's pride."

But where can we draw wate{',
Sard Pearse ta Connolly,
"When allthe wells are parched away?
O plain as plain can be
There's nothing but our own red blood
Can make a right Rose lree."

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Behind That Smile...
(The Emotional Traumas
in a Doctor's Life) Aasia Batool & Hina Khan

It was the third day after Dr. Shaista had joined the paediatric ward in this hospital as a House
Officer (HO). Cuddling and playing with cute little children was heart-warming, something she
immensely cherished. But right now, she was in the midst of a critical emergency.

A ten year-old girl, who was admitted after a road traffic accident, was complaining of severe
abdominal pain. As she was being taken for a CT scan, she collapsed. She was rushed to
the O.T; the senior paediatrician diagnosed that the girl had internal abdominal bleeding.

Doctors, nurses and technicians swarmed in and out of the doors, with instructions being
bellowed across the room. Adrenaline pumping in, sleeves pulled up, blood splashing across
their coats and on their gloves, the heroes were trying to save the life of a little girl.

They failed.

The time of the death was announced, and nurses pulled the sheets on the corpse. Dr. Shaista
stood in a corner in the O.T, unable to stop the tears flooding from her eyes. She came out
of the O.T area to find the parents listening to the news. She heard the shrieks and the sobs.

As soon as she was back in the ward, she had to assist in a procedure of lumbar puncture
on a five-year-old. She took a deep breath, smiled down at the scared little kid and held his
hand.

A typical scene from the life of a doctor! A constant battle against pain and death. There are
victories, just like there are losses. But a doctor cannot stop to think about these. He has to
go on. For most people, doctors are a group of people, with long lists of degrees, dressed
in spotless white coats, with a gracefulfrown on the face, talking in a polished accent...with
no time for emotions. For other people, they are the people who just make money from their
job of saving their patients' lives. Very few people actually think of doctors as ordinary human
beings with ordinary human emotions. That there are tirnes in a doctor's life when he can't
sleep in the night because his patient died on the operation table, or when she locks herself
up in a room crying because she can't erase the memories of the patients that died under her
care.

We contacted a number of doctors in practice and queried them about their emotional burdens.
All of them accepted the emotional burdens the life of a doctor has brought to them. "l stay
under stress until I see my patient going home after operation, healthy and fine", was the
statement of an urologist practicing for over 16 years.

Still, in the opinion of some physicians, it is their duty as doctors to brush aside allthe stress
and sentiments for the sake of their patients. "ln my opinion, a doctor should not come under
the burdens of emotions. Otherwise, how will he take care of his patients?" Right, qo 'how do
you feel when you have to lose a patient? "As if I have lost someone from my family." The
12-year-experienced physician replied with a little shake of his head.
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The worst comes when there is a bad nervs to break. The doctor has the responsibility of
taking care of the patient, as wel! as the family. Both physical and emotional caie. Most t-ake
the mild tone, but revealing the truth is crucial. "l stay straight-forward," One doctor uttered
without a pause in a straight-fonvard tone. Another one showed his method, "lf there is a bad
news, we tell the relatives that the patient is in bad shape, and even though we are trying oul'
best, the chances are realiy low." Sorne prefer to tell in a step-by-step manner, if situation
allows. "First, I go like, your patient is in extremely critical situation, and we are trying our best
to save his life. Next, I tell them that we are trying everything, but with time hopes are fading.
ln the end, I tel! them that we are sorry, but we faiied himiher"" But this strategy is not always
applicabie.

Even more difficult to face are the reactions. Anything can come. Grief, acceptance, surrender,
shock, anger. Anger? "The reactions depend upon our ability to communicate. lf we remain
sincere, open and sympathetic, there is no reason why the reactions should be uncontrollable.
I always get a good response from my patients and their relatives." A physician shared his
experience.

And not to forget, a!'nong other responsibilities, doctors have to combat their own emotions.
ls it a difficult time? "Yes" was the unanlmous answer. "Especially if I lose a healthy, young
patient", was something one physician added, One surgeon explained the sheer emotion of
anger that he has to fight in times like these, "especially, if the situation shows that someone,
from the patient's or the doctor's side, is at fault".

How? Different approaches are used by diflerent doctors. Most said they seek refuge in faith
and religion. "l say Namaz and pray to Allah" was one of the replies. Returning to the other
responsibilities also heips. "l hide and fight with my ernotions by working and looking after
other patients." A Senior Registrar said with a shrug.

Most of the doctors agreed to the fact that these emotional traumas were at a somewhat
higher rate for them when they were new and inexperienced in the field, Time and experiences
helped them gain a better control over their emotions. [-"lowever, for some, time did not prove
to be a healer"

"No I don't think so." A surgeon replied when asked if there had been a difference, with a
better control, in his emotions since the day he first started practice. "How do you expect me
not to become overcome with emotions when I see my patient die? It is still as painful as it
was on day one."

And these emotional sufferings are just one part of a doctor's life. There are always other
battlefields ready, waiting in the line. Office policies, job stress, painfully-long working hours,
ever-advancing ,"nedical sciences to remain in-touch with, neck-breaking professional
cornpetitions, are just a few to name. Around the world like most people in high-pressured
jobs, doctors are becoming increasingly frustrated and depressed in the demanding times of
today's world. The gravity of the seenario is that, this depressed and frustrated doctor maybe
the one doing your open-heart surgery. But do we really care? Most of the doctors we talked
to, do not think so.

"l can't say about the rest of the world, but in our society, people are very unfair towards
doctors." A physician said"

But a surgeon ioes not blame the people, "Nobody can understand the feelings of a doctor.
It is simply not possible. Our feelings are just complex. You have to be there to understand""

Some of the many devastating diseases affect the nervous system, specially the brain and spinal cord.
Because of the crucial imporlance of ihese control systems, they are carefully protected from accidents
and infections by means of bones, etc.
Pathogens capable ofcausing diseases ofthe nervous system often have virulence characteristics ofa
spinal nature to penetrate these defences.
Most common of the diseases of the nervous sysiem is BACTERIAL MENINGITIS. Meningitis is a
word used to describe inflammation of meninges.
Most patients suffering from any type of meningitis complain of a headache along with nausea and
vorniting, and convulsions and coma accompany the infection in many cases. The mortality rate varies
with the pathogen. Most people, who survive, suffer frorn some sort of neurologiial damage.
Meningitis can be caused by different types of pathogens including viruses, bacteria, fungi and protozoa.
Viral meningitis is probably mbre comrnon than bacterial meningitis, but tends to be a milder disease.
H. influenzae is the most common cause of bacterial meningitis; it probably causes an estimated 20,000
cases each year, mostly in children.
Nearly 50 other species of bacteria have been reported to be opportunistic pathogens, that cause
meningitis in individuals with suppressed immunity. Although, the number of cases of meningitis
caused by these organisms is low, fatality rate is more than 30%.

FOR DIAGNOSIS:

Specimens taken for diagnosis include CSF (cerebrospinal fluid) and blood, and swabs from haemorrhagic
skin lesions.

TREATMENT:

Most pathogens of bacterial meningitis are sensitive to Penicillin, Ampicillin, Chloramphenicol,
Rifampicin and Ceftriaxone.

The first step towards the solution of a problem is the identification of the problem itself. For
the identification of a nation's problerns, it is 6ssentially important that the people should be
approached and asked about the problems. Because it is the people that sutfer from the
problems and the people who can solve them.

AII around the globe, surveys on different issues are carried out and decisions are made on
the basis of the results of these surveys. Unfortunately, in our part of the world, surveys are
not held as important. We, the students of Muhammad Medical College, have made our little
contribution to the cause" From September 2004 till December 2AA4, we privately carried out
a survey, asking different people frorn different backgrounds from lr4irpurkhas, asking their
views and opinions on the three major problems of Mirpurkhas and their solutions.

A total of 100 people, above the age o'f 12 years, were randomly picked and surveyed.

PERSONAL BIODATA:

Gender:
Among those that were included in the survey, there were 61 males and 39 females.

Aqe Group:
The individuals were divided into 5 groups on the basis of their age groups.
ln the group of ages between 12 and 20 years were included 9 individuals. While those in
their 20s wer6.30, those in their 30s were 26 and those in their 40s were 15 in numper. 13
individuals were 50 plus. Howevet,T individuals refused to disclose their ages, despite being
asked.
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Frofessional Background :

On the grounds of professions, six major groups were described:
1. Professionals,
2. Students,
3. Labor,
4. Housewives,
5. Retired and
6. Unemployed.

1. Professionals:
58 professionals were recruited in the group. These disclosed their professions as follows:
o Doctors--------------------------14
o Other services in Health Sector----6
o Teaehers------- ----12
o Businessmen---------------------5
o Engineers- ----------2
o Bank Managers--
o Lawyer.
o Politician--- ---------1
o Others---------- ----12

2. Students:
We included 24 students in the survey, medical as well as other students.

3. Labour:
10 individuals from working class were included.

4. Housewives:
We visited houses and included 7 housewives in our survey.

5. Retired:
4 retired officers were ineluded in our survey. 3 of these had been government seruants, while
one had been a bank manager.

6. l.Jnemployed:
Unfortunately, none from unemployed group was available for our survey.

Others:
One individual did not wish to disclose the profession.

SURVEY RESULTS:

, WHAT, IN YOUR OPINION, ARE THE Ti{REE MAJOR PROBLEMS OF MIRPURKHA$?

"So, what do you think, is the major problem of Mirpurkhas?" One of our.o*"yorr, with pen
ready in her hand, asked a housemaid in her 40s.

"l don't know." The housemaid said with a shrug. "l stay at rny home and only go out for work.
How can I tell?"
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at least 3 registered schools Eiving Cambridge system education in Mirpurkhas.
Higher studies are another problem. Students have to leave their hornes to go to other cities
for higher education. On tenth number on our list, I people say that the fact that there is no
university in Mirput"khas, is one of the major problenrs. Other education-reiated probiems
mentioned are: There is only one Government College for women, when the need is of
more; Absence of an engineering college; Ahsence of a government medical college;
and absenee of a wornen's university. All these problems are mentioned by one person
each.

On the fourth number garbage problem falls short of "Lack of Education and Awareness"
with 25 persons mentioning. Heaps of garbage lies all around the city. There are no regular
measures taken to solve the problem. The most that happens is when some cleaner from
Baldia piles up the garbage and lights it. Which is not a very good solution after all, This
furthers the probiems by spreading diseases, increasing filth, and destroying the look of the
oity.

Closely following on number fifth is the poor condition of the roads, with 23 'votes', Roads
are broken much more frequentiy, than they are built. Telephone line workers, sui-gas line
workers, water-supply line workers, sewerage line workers, and even civilians feelfree digging
whenever they wish. Problem also worsens in rainy seasons and on pooling of sewerage
water. Roads buili are of such poor standard that they cannot endure even smallest load and
break down easily. There are hardly any footpaths for pedestrians. hlo signboards for directions
are found anywhere. Encroachments further worsen the probiems and narrow the already
little available space on the roads. Thella-owners feei free to park their thellaslcarls wherever
they wish, Houses and shops etc. are lying half on the roads with no one's permisSion. These
encroachments and thellas were forcefully eradicated by the government in the past, but now
they are back with full force. Encroachments are mentioned as a major problem by 4 people.
Bad traffic is mentioned by 3 peopie.

Lack of parks, entefiainment and arnusement is on sixth number with 18 people mentioning
it. According to one person surveyed, the parks that are 'available' are occupied by drug-
addicts and other criminals, leaving it impossible for civilians to visit them with or without
farnilies. The cinemas are impossible to be visited by families. So there are no means of
healthy entertainment available for people. According to a child of age group 12to 20 surveyed,
he has to wait for his parents to take him to Karachi or other such city, before he can enjoy
himself. 2 of the surveyed specially pointed out lack of entertainment for girls and women,
as boys and men stiil hang out freely. But as the culture of the society goes, no girl or woman
can "hang out" like that. One person also mentioned the lack of book stores resulting in
further redueing the creative or"ltlets for people,

On number seven on the list is the issue of healthcare problems, which has attracted a total
of 17 people to mention it. 2 people say that the major problem lies in the bad standard of
the civil hospital. One person says that the government hospital is not for poor people.
Another person says that the major problem is non-availability of medicines in civil hospital.
ln the eyes of one femaie doctor, poor maternal health is a major issue. Another person
says that fake medicines and fake doctors are two of the major problems. While one person
indicates two more major problerns being no facilities of high standard care for heart and
neurological patients and no laboratories of high standard.
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Cn the eighth number on the list, wlth tweive people complaining, is the problem of electricity
shutdowns, which is quite frequenrt. Load-shedding, faults like transformer failure anc T:'e
load than supply are common day problems.

Closely following, with 11 people voting for, is the problem of unemployment on ninth posiir:-
Other problems mentioned, with 1 'vote' each, are lack of factories/industries and lack of
home industries fon women.

And so poverty shares tenth position with the problem of no universities with 8 people
mentioning.

5 complaints come for district level administration and 2 for failed Baldiati system.
Transport problems are complained by 4 people.

lnsensitivity is an issue rnentioned by 3 people.

Non-availability of, or delayed justice, corrupt police and insecurity are entioned by lwo
persons each as major problems.

Other problems that are highlighted by one person each are:
Less number of computer centres,
Lack of competition,
No direct trains running for many cities of Pakistan, like pindi,
lmmoralyouth,
Open selling of Pan and Gutka,
Population,
lnsincerity,
Cruelty towards animals,
lmproper use of budget,
Bribery,
Gorruption,
Problems in export marketing zone,
Adulteration,
Sui gas problerns,
Poor condition of Nursing School run by Civii Hospital, Mirpurkhas,
No scholarship for nurses by the nursing school running under Civil Hospital, Mirpurkhas,
Trichoma infection,
Difficult payment procedure of utility bills and
Hoste! problems for demonstrators and RMOs at MMC&H.

ln the end, we contacted Professor Dr. S. Razi Muhammad, Managing Trustee Muhammad
Foundation Trust and requested him to take part in the survey. He kindly accepted and provided
us with the following list of the three major problems of Mirpurkhas in his opinion:1. Poor collaboration of departments, esp. private and public sectors,2. Poor setting of priorities due to lack of professional planning and3. Conservatism.

WI-IAT, IN YOUR OPINION, IS THE SOLUTION TO THESE PROBLEMS?

A wide range of different suggestions were received by the people in our survey. Many showed
enthusiasm in coming up with ideas to solve their problems. Out of 100 people recruited, only
17 excused themselvesfronr suggesting solutions. However,29 said thatthe solution lies in
the hands of the government and the leaders of the country,

4 people said that the problems can be solved by creating awareness among the people and
educating them on their rights.

2 said that the government and the private sectors should work hand in hand in solving the
probiems"

People said that the way to solution of these problems can be led by:
o Funds, proper planning and sincerity by the government.

" Our improved behaviour and attitude.
o Respect for each other among fellow citlzens and fear of Allah Almighty.
o A better Munlcipal Corporation.
. Kindness and professional attitude in the nation.
. Honesty to oneself, as well as the people.

" Hard work from the people.
. Better Area Councilors.
. Higher Authorities taking notice of the situation.
. Careful and strict watch of the government officers.
. Sense of responsibility among the concerned departments.
. Retired people of old times with expertise and professionalism be brought back to

train today's professionals.

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by the government to make the available water clean enough for drinking. lt was suggested
by an engineer that international agencies should be made to work for the plant. Also,
their must be laboratory testing of the water before supplying it. A simple solution is to at
least cover the water line coming from Jarwari Shakh. For unavailability of water, whether
clean or not, people suggested:

. Water stealing and selling should be immediately stopped.

. Steps for increasing and improving irrigation should be taken.

. Storage capacity by the local water supply department should be increased.

. Proper planning should be there to allow no leakage from the water pipes.

. Canals should be implanted for agriculture needs of the water.

. lnstead of collecting water trom Jarwari Shakh, it should be collected direct from
Jamrao.

. There should be 24 hour supply of water. Meters can be installed so that actual charges
are taken from the consumers.

. And last, but not the least, WASA should be sincere in its work.

Sewerage and Garbage Problems:
For sewerage most people stressed that only the government can solve the problem. One
person, however, suggested that the NGOs should come forward as the "municipality is totally
hopeless". Some suggestion that came, are:
r The sewerage system should be underground and able to meet the requirements of

the present population of the city,
. AII drains must be covered.

Whereas for garbage, most suggestions that came, said that people and local
government can together work to make Mirpurkhas a cleaner place:

. Committees should be made in every Muhalla, which should work on the basis of self
help.

. People of an area should put large drums in which each and every house should dump
its garbage. But Baldia workers should work to clean it.

. Other people said that the drums should be placed by the government.

. Municipal trucks should come regularly to clean up the streets.
r Citizens should be trained and made aware on the issue of cleanliness.
r Government should set recycle plants.
. Government should make local working for each separate, so that they are later

compared with each other and be rewarded accordingly.
All the garbage should be thrown outside the city.

. Like in the past, there should be regular insecticide sprays.

Lack of Education and Awareness:
More enthusiasm on this subject came from the students and the teachers, showing both are
weary of the situation and are more than eager to come up to a solutiorr.
. Unqualified teachers should be stopped from polluting the educating scene. And

qualified teachers should only be selected in institutions.
o Rate of literacy should be increased by all available methods.
. Private sector should be encouraged.
. Government should provide quality education at affordable price. Government should

also encourage and help private institutions in reducing their fees.
. Most attention should be given towards making primary education better.
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. A cadet college should be made in the city.
o Educational system should be made better; there should be more practical work in

learning than merely reading the books, conditions of libraries and laboratories should
be improved and there should be one and only one language medium in all institutions.

. There should be good schools available to all students, irrespective of their financial
background.

o $ people said that the government should measures in order to set up a university in

Mirpurkhas.

Poor Gondition of the Roads:
Suggestions for broken as well congested roads have been made.
o 2 people said that the rainwater should not be allowed on the roads, as it weakens

the road, and breaks it down.
. Main and large roads should be fixed before building new ones.
. Area councilor should take serious notice.
. Before building or repairing a road, all departments of water supply, sui gas and

telephone, should be notified, so that later on there is no need to dig the road to lay
down pipes and lines, etc.

. Heavy vehicles should not be allowed to enter the city.

. All illegal occupants on the sides of the road should be sent lo Umer Kof Road, where
there is enough space.

. All vegetable sellers should be shifted off to Sabzi Mandi.

. One-way roads should be carefully watched and the traffic police should make sure
that the transport follows the rule.

Lack of Parks, Entertainment and Amusement:
The foremost solution to this problem that is suggested is, "Building Farks". One person
pointed out that these parks should be secure and safe for family.
. There are many empty plots of land in the city, which can be used to convert them

into parks.
o Both government and private sectors should take interest,
o Entertainment for women should be provided.
. Theatres should be made.

Healthcare Problems:
It is suggested by the people that government should make sure that healthcare is provided
at the grass root level.
. Good government hospitals should be made.
. Medicines should be available for poor patients at the Civil Hospital, Mirpurkhas.
. Behvaiour of doctors with the patients at Civil Hospital should be improved.
. Fake doctors and quacks should be caught.
. Medical colleges should produce good doctors.
. Community awareness health programmes should be held.
. More and free ante-natal clinics should be available to new mothers.
. Free medical camps should be held at medical centres.
. Teams cif. doctors should frequently visit faraway places to treat the patients there.
. Government should encourage private sector in this field as well.
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Electricity Sh utdowns :

An engineer suggested that electricity should be obtained from the easy and costless Biological
Source, i.e. from the animalwaste. This method is wideiy used in the world and proves cheap
and easy. Other people said:
. The structure of the HESGA should be improved.
r There should be no more load-shedding.
. WAPDA should be sincere in its work.

Unemployment:
r 5 people said that government should establish more industries, factories and offices

to eradicate unemployment.
c 2 people said private sector should be eneouraged to take part in establishing new

institutions to provide more vacancies.
. NGOs should play their role.
. New Agro based factories should be built.
. People should themselves start small businesses and help themselves. Government

should also help them start businesses.
r Empioyers should be selected on the basis of merit.

Poverty:
. Charity and Zaka'at should be used properly, with a strategy to eradicate poverty.
. Youth should be encouraged to help eliminate poverty.
. Private sector should give better salary to the employers, like in the government sector.

Failed District Levet Adminlstration and Baldiati system:
Honesty is the best policy, and so most people say that honesty from the staff is the solution
for the problem, which in turn, will bring the solutions for all problems.
. Nazims and Naeb Nazims should be free from political influence.
. District, provincial and federal governments should work together in unison.
. The entire staff must be changed.
r Strict punishments should be given to the departments at fault.

Transport problems:
. Public sector shouid be allowed to come in the front and to run trains, etc.

Delayed Justice:
. Quick justice is the only solution.

Corrupt Police:
We watch the policemen and women on the television or read them in the newspapers, saying
that they need co-operation from the people. Here's what people have said for the police:
. Police should co-operate with the people.
. Magistrate, lG, etc. should take notice of the corruption in the police.

lmmoral Youth:
. Video games centres should be shut where young boys waste their precious time.
. lnternet cafes should be watched to stop youth from falling into immoral activities and

help them educate themselves.
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Open Selling of Pan and Gutka:
. Nazims should ban this activity.
. MNAs and MPAs should pass bills banning this business.

Problems in Export Marketing Zone:
. Funds should be proided.

SuiGas Problems:
. New pipelines should be laid down to supply Sui gas.

Difficult Payrnent Procedure of Utility Bills:
. All utility bills should be allowed to be paid at one place so the citizen does not have

to go from one place io another.

Adopting a professional approach in:
a) Setting goals, missions & objectives.
b) Setting the priorities.
c) Problem identification.
d) Planning.
e) Problem solving.

3. Conservatism:
As much transparency as possible, i.e. coming out clean.

While studying remember: as a student, you can never hrave a better
teacher than you yourself. With every passing moment learn and teach yourself not just out
of your textbooks, but out of your everyday life how to be a good student. Because you can
never cease to be one.
As every person can and must choose the best approach him/herself, there are a few general
areas we all have to cover:

1. ORGANTZTNG YOUR ATJTTUDE:

No matter how hard working or bright you are, the one support that you will always need in
order to succeed in your life is your positive attitude.
We all have some weaknesses and some strong points. A genius scientist doesn't have to
be a good cook; a fantastic artist may not be a great salesperson. What we all must learn
about is 'ourselves'. Never choose a line of study that you are not made for. You will be unfair
to yourself. ln the words of HazratAli lbn-e-Abi Talib (AS)'
"Life is too short for all the knowledEe, so attain what inspires you; only what inspires you".
After having made a final decision, stand for it and make sure you never regret it. Now it's
up to you to take the boat to the shore. And unless you believe in yourself, you will find it very
difficult to fight the opposing winds. There are times when we atl experience failures and
disappointments; sometimes its our own fault, at other times, life is just being cruel to us. No
matter what happens, always keep in mind that it is you for whom you have io study, no one
else will gain as much from your bright tomorrow. Have confidence in your abilitiei; human
determination is the most amazing thing God has created.
One thing that has great role in building our confidence is when we compare ourselves to
others. We all find people who appear more learned and far brighter. You can benefit from
them by carefully observing their good points and learning from them. And remember to keep
focusing on your studies,
Finally, don't forget that there is always a second chance. Your life is too precious to come
to an end at one failure.

2. ORGANIZING YOURSELF:

You may need to cover three areas: getting started, maintaining the pace and reaching the
climax.
Getting started and maintaining concentration are what I find most difficult. Focusing on nothing
but one point demands great energy. Learn about "!r/hat gets you started". A qu-iet place, 5
cup of coffee, a snack, a few-minutes-exercise, a good sleep, whatever. I know a position-
holder friend whp needs some music on while she studies. However, not at all times we can
find whatever "gets us started". Work on how you can study, and study well, under any given
circumstances, whenever needed. You can't sacrifice your exams the next day if youi hostel
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mates are having a fight over where the chicken has vanished from the refrigerator. (However,
buying some cotton plugs for your ears might be a good idea.)
Arranging your notes, worksheets and handouts in order, separate for each subject may help
you. Also, keeping a notebook of things to be done may be useful.
I prefer exercising for improving concentration and focusing the mind 20-30 minutes each
day. lt can be done while you pray, if you are a religious person, or simply trying out yoga-
like exercises.

3. ORGANIZING YOUR TIME:

Time flies when it comes to gettinE some job done in time. You wake up at seven in the
morning and the next thing you know is you are going to bed at eleven in the night, and none
of the goals you set for the day are achieved. Sadly it happens (almost) all the time, happily
it happens to ail of us (except for some of those highly organized geeks that give me the
creeps).
The question is. what to do about it? The answer is: with positive attitude and a little work.
Motivate yourself and get started. Regularity is crucial. Setting goals and then achieving them
can help lift your spirits. But make sure you set achievable goals. Losing one goal after another
can oniy make you frustrated. Setting short-term or long-term goals is on your choice.
Push yourself, but don't push too hard. Maybe you are confused about how to get it done,
maybe you need a break, rnaybe the topic is too hard or too boring, maybe you are too tired
or too hungry. Find out the problem and try to solve it. Make things easier by making a timetable
or by breaking down the hard topic into pieces to make it look simpler. Taking a break is
sometimes all you need. On average, people need a break after every hour. Find out what
you need. During the break do something else for a change; your favourite music, a good
piece of literature, a light chat, a TV show, some help in the kitchen, anything. Even a short
break, when you close your eyes, take deep breaths and take your mind off your'studies, can
do miracles. And then, back to hitting your books, fresh and relaxed.
Sometimes we perform good, sometimes we don't, sometimes its just a shameful story. lt
happens to all of us. Remember: Peaks + Plateaus = Progress.

4. THE GLASSES:

For those of us who are 'Regular Students' (as compared to 'Distant' or 'Private' ones) classes
are an integral part of study. Some of us attencj them because we enjoy and benefit from that
particular lecture or tutorial, some do it just for attendance. However, classrooms remain the
platform where students and teachers communicate problems and experiences and benefit
from each other as well as among themselves.

LECTURES:
Good lectures either give you a blend of knowledge from books, journals and research-works,
or they guide you in your way through the textbooks. And whatever you Eain from them, you
transmit thern in your notes. Notes, which may be written on papers or on your mind. There
are many different ways of taking notes: writing down word-to-word, noting down what appears
more important, using headings in note, copying from overhead projector and the board. Later
on, you can improve them if you feel the need. You can choose from any of them, whichever
suites you the best. You can even create your own new method if you like! Only make sure
that they are clear for your later use.

TUTORIALS:
There may be'no better way of improving your communication skills and benefiting from
others.

Attendance on its own is not a guarantee of progress or of the learning. lt is a means to an
end, and that end is success on the course of study.

5, PREPARING FOR EXAMS:

Someone once said to me: "Exams are ane of the reasons to study, but not the only one".
Every passing day my belief in this grows stronger. The most importaht benefit I find ofexams
is that they give us a target, more like a deadline untilwhen we have to acquire our knowledge
on certain areas of the subject. Thinking of them as the sole reason behind studying is why
most students fail in their practical lives. The cause being the narrow scopes of aiin that they
leave for themselves.
Contrary to what I have said, exams still remain an important task for us on our way towards
our.career building. And we still need to take them seriously. Needless to say: they "are one
of the reasons to study". So, while preparing for them lieep a few points in ybur mind:

o Achieve your target of studying the required course at least 2 or 3.months before exams.e Give revision more time and rnore attention.o Try to collect son'le past question papers and solve them in the duration that you will be
allowed in your exarns.o Gather all the important information relevant to your exams: date, time, place, pattern,
rules, etc.

6. THE BIG DAY:

EvEr since, l've giien
up being ashamed of myself for being so fussy about the Day.
There is not much I can do to heip you save yourself from the nervous exhaustion, but there
are a few things that can lessen the pool of sweat that you shed:

o Be prepared in time and be sure that whatever you had to do, you have done. And, there's
no such thing as Mr. (or Miss) Perfect. so why worry if you too can't be one.. At least fry to have a good night's sleep.o Don't leave for exams with an empty stomach. Your fast metabolism during the day will
only make things worse.e Take the necessary equipment, form eraser to a pen, with you.o Do nof forget those dead important documents like admission slip, etc.o Arrive well in time, find your seat and setfle down as soon as possible.r While taking the exam, make sure you keep your mind fully alert. Your results depend on
how you performed 9n your exam day rathe:'than how yol.l prepared throughout the year.o Before starting, divide your time on each question pius some extra tinie to re-c'heck
according to the time given. carefully plan each essaytype question.o Read the questions carefully, give tothe-point answers, write clearly; dividing your answer
in sections, using headings will make it very clear.
